Jesus once told St. Teresa of Avila in a vision, “l would recreate the universe
just to hear you say ‘I love you’.” This just blows my mind. Who? Me? You
mean little old sinful me? Jesus is so desperate to be loved by me? No way.—
But it’s true! His love for me is greater than the deepest, most pure love ever
experienced by any human. Ever. And if that’s not outrageous enough, He has
the exact same amount of unfathomable love for you... and the person sitting
next to you who smells kind of funny... and some cranky old man sitting in Bei-
jing right now!

In his 2005 encyclical, Deus Caritas Est (God is Love), Pope Benedict XVI writes
that, “[love] seeks the good of the beloved.” This is such a simple statement,
but | find it so striking. In a society that tells us to look out for ourselves first
and foremost, it can be quite a challenge to truly love one another in this
sense. But we need only look to Jesus on the cross to see the purist example of
radical, self-sacrificing love.

And if it is true that to love is to seek the good of another, then it must also be
true that love finds sorrow when the beloved experiences or chooses that
which is not good. Just as it pains a parent to see their child make mistakes, so
it brings Jesus pain when we turn away from him toward sin. And if we, in our
limited capacity to love, experience this pain, how much greater must be the
pain of Jesus in his infinite capacity to love?

So what about the paralytic in today’s gospel? Imagine the surprise of the his
loyal friends when, after hoisting him to the roof and lowering him down to be
cured, Jesus forgives his sins, only healing his infirmities as an after-thought.
Didn’t Jesus care about him and his quality of life??? Surely His heart broke for
this man—in all of his sufferings. But what broke Jesus’ heart the most was the
way sin had paralyzed the man’s soul.

Jesus is always present with us—hurting with us—in our trials and sufferings.
But it is when we offer Him our brokenness and our sinfulness, allowing Him to
heal our crippled souls, that brings Him the most joy. It is then that we experi-
ence true and complete love.
