THE PASTOR’S PAGE 

     With our “Catholics Come Home” program up and running, 
we need to be aware of those who are taking the opportunity to 
come back to Church. We welcome them and thank God for 
their return because we know “There but for the grace of God 
go you and I”.  We sometimes feel inclined to live our lives with 
God but without the Church. We will sometimes hear people 
say (or perhaps we’ve said ourselves): “Oh, I’ve got faith. I just 
don’t need the Church.” “Faith is great; religion stinks.” “I be-
lieve. I just don’t want to belong to a Church.” “I got Jesus. Why 
bother with the Church?” “I pray how and when I want. What’s 
the big deal about the Mass and Church on Sunday?” 
     In the Bible story about the conversion of St. Paul, when 
Paul is knocked to the ground, the voice from heaven says to 
him: “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting Me?” 
     Listen very carefully to the words of Jesus. Paul, of course, 
has been harassing the Church, killing the followers of Jesus. 
However, Jesus does not inquire, “Why are you persecuting my 
Church” or “my people” or “my followers.” No, the Lord asks, 
“Why are you persecuting Me?” Understand? The Lord is say-
ing, “You hurt My Church, you hurt Me. The Church and I are 
one.” Jesus Christ and His Church are one. 
     There is a growing tendency to split Christ from His Church. 
We always have to remember that when we’re not going to 
Mass or being part of the Catholic Faith we’re falling away from 
what the Lord has asked us to do. 

WEEKDAY MASS CHANGES THIS WEEK 
Because I’ll be away for vacation this week, the Saturday morn-
ing and weekday morning Mass schedule will change a bit: 
There will be no 8 am Mass or Confessions on Saturday, Feb-
ruary 11. There will be no 6:15 am Mass from Monday through 
Friday, February 6 through 10. There will be the regular 8 am 
Mass on Wednesday and Friday, February 8th and 10th, and 
the regular 6:30 pm Mass and Perpetual Help Devotions on 
Tuesday, February 7th. Again, I apologize for whatever incon-
venience my being away causes and I appreciate your patience 
and understanding. 

Q & A 
Q: In the missalette it talks about who is able and who is not 
able to receive Holy Communion, and it talks about how those 
in serious sin should not present themselves for Holy Commun-
ion. . How serious does a sin need to be before we shouldn’t go 
to Communion?  
A: By definition, a ‘mortal’ sin is a ‘deadly’ sin, one which kills 
the life of grace in us. If we are ‘dead’ in sin, we are not able to 
receive Holy Communion because to do so would be a lie – 
we’re proclaiming our communion with the Lord when, actually, 
we are seriously removed from Him. Since the life of grace was 
established in us by a Sacrament – the Sacrament of Baptism, 
the life of grace must be re-established before we can receive 
Holy Communion. That Sacrament by which grace is restored is 
Confession. That’s why a person in serious sin must go to Con-
fession before receiving Holy Communion. A ‘mortal’ sin is any 
serious violation of any of the 10 Commandments.

Archbishop Carlson’s Statement 
Concerning HHS Mandate 
     Today we are facing grave and unprecedented threats to our reli-
gious freedom here in the United States. The Obama administration, 
through the Department of Health and Human Services, has decided 
to impose a nationwide mandate for coverage of all FDA-approved 
contraceptive drugs — including at least one abortion drug — sterili-
zation procedures, and education and counseling to promote these to 
"all women with reproductive capacity. "The HHS rule includes an 
exemption for "religious employers" so narrowly crafted that Catholic 
health care providers, educational institutions and social services 
agencies would have to be listed in the tax code as a church or simi-
lar narrowly defined entity, make the inculcation of religious doctrine 
their organizational purpose, and largely refuse to hire or serve non-
Catholics to be fully eligible. 
     This attack on our religious freedom is unacceptable to Americans 
who cherish the principles on which our nation was founded. Cardinal
-designate Timothy M. Dolan, president of the United States Confer-
ence of Catholic Bishops, has pointed out the following: 
• The contraceptive mandate imposed on health plans by the Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services violates freedom of conscience, 
which is guaranteed by the First Amendment and several federal 
laws. 
• The Bill of Rights says we are free to live by our religious beliefs. 
Forcing all of us to buy coverage for sterilization and contraceptives, 
including drugs that induce abortion, is a radical incursion into free-
dom of conscience. 
• Never before in U.S. history has the federal government forced 
citizens to directly purchase a product that violates their beliefs. 
     The Church cannot, and will not, be silent in the face of this grave 
threat to religious liberty and the sanctity of human life. According to 
Cardinal Daniel N. DiNardo, chairman of the bishops' Committee on 
Pro-Life Activities, "The bishops of the United States have long sup-
ported the goal of universal access to health care. We have encour-
aged government leaders to advance this goal through morally re-
sponsible health care reform. At the same time, we have consistently 
stated that such reform must not become a vehicle for abandoning or 
weakening longstanding federal policies that respect unborn human 
life and rights of conscience." We bishops will speak out boldly — at 
every opportunity — in protest against all efforts to violate the right to 
life and the right to act according to one's conscience. 
     But as Pope Benedict said recently, to be heard the Church's 
voice must include the voices of "an engaged, articulate and well-
formed Catholic laity." All too often, the pope and the bishops are not 
taken seriously. We are "expected" to speak out on these issues, 
people say; it's part of our job. Only when the Catholic community as 
a whole joins us in refusing to accept the "radical secularism" of gov-
ernment officials, legislators and judges, will the voice of the Church 
be heard in all its strength and moral clarity. 
     I continue to urge everyone who reads these words to write to 
your representatives in Congress. Insist that respect for the rights of 
conscience be an integral part of all health care legislation and policy. 
This request has greater urgency now that the Obama administration 
has refused to allow Americans who work for religious organizations 
that serve all people the right to respect their consciences. 
      We will not be silent. We must speak out in defense of life and out 
of respect for religious liberty.  We will not be silent, but will the voice 
of the Church be heard? Only if you join us in giving witness to the 
right to life and the right to religious freedom!   To contact the Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services:

ST. ROSE PARISH COUNCIL MINUTES 
January 24, 2012 

     Present at the meeting were Fr. Anderson, Melody Bourisaw, Mary 
Lee Doyen, Aaron Hardin, Jim Keeney, Mike Merseal, Pat Schaeffer, 
Joe Valle, and Elaine Wickerham. 
     Rhonda Helfrich has replaced Eileen Finley as Parish bookkeeper. 
Rhonda will be at St. Rose on Monday’s and Friday’s.  
     First Confession is on Saturday, February 25; First Holy Communion 
is on Sunday, April 15; Confirmation has been moved to Sunday, April 
29th. 
     Fr. Anderson will present a Bible Study on the Mondays of Lent both 
at 1pm and repeated at 7pm. The topic will be “What Went Wrong?!” as 
we discuss changes in the Church and in society in the last generation.  
All parishioners are urged to attend. 
     The Parish Council discussed whether to continue the parish supper 
which has followed the solemn closing of Forty Hours in celebration of 
the feast day of St. Rose of Lima in August. The consensus was that 
we continue the dinner even though we won’t have the draw this year of 
having one of the Bishops with us. 
     Joe Valle spoke briefly about the new church rail being designed for 
the center of the front steps of church. It will be installed in a week or 
two. In addition, two smaller rails will be installed at the newly renovat-
ed Miller Street entrance to church. “Thank You!” to Don & Pat 
Schaeffer who have donated the Miller Street railings. 
     A St. Rose School Open House has been scheduled for the week-
end of January 28/29. A special invitation has been extended to pro-
spective Pre-School and Kindergarten families. The search for a new 
Principal to take Imogene Renick’s place when she retires at the end of 
the school year has begun. The opening has been posted on the Arch-
diocesan Catholic Education Office’s web site. Fr. Anderson distributed 
copies of the School Profile that will be sent to all who apply for the 
Principal’s job at St. Rose. Prospective candidates will be interviewed 
on February 25. The Search Committee consists of Fr. Anderson; 
Elaine Wickerham, Parish Council President; Donna Ott, St. Rose 
School Board President; Debbie Wilson, School Board Member; Jerry 
Appleton, School Board Member; and Stephanie Rankin, SRLS Faculty 
Representative. St. Rose’s low student enrollment continues to be a 
concern. We have dropped from 173 students in 2002/2003 to 69 in 
2011/2012. We are confident that a new Principal will help restore con-
fidence in St. Rose as a Catholic School. We need to attract more stu-
dents if St. Rose is to remain a viable opportunity for a Catholic educa-
tion. We then discussed the need for additional funding options for 
keeping St. Rose up and running. We all agreed that it was not only a 
matter of money, but a matter of priorities as well. One of the new prin-
cipal’s jobs will be to be a consultant about the on-going need for some 
creative funding for St. Rose School.  
     St. Rose of Lima’s 2012 School Auction is on Saturday, March 10 at 
the Knights of Columbus Hall. The Parish Council offered to make 
some baskets and to take out an ad in the add book and to make some 
baskets to be auctioned off the night of the event.  
     The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, February 28.

THIS WEEK’S PRO-LIFE POINT 
St. Michael the Archangel, defend us in battle… 
Bishop Daniel Jenky of Peoria, Ill. has asked parishes, 
schools, hospitals and religious houses to insert the Pray-
er to St. Michael the Archangel into the intercessions at 
Sunday Mass to pray for Catholics' freedom. The move 
comes in response to a new federal requirement that will 
force many Catholic organizations to provide insurance 
coverage for sterilizations and contraceptives. The St. 
Michael prayer was authored by Pope Leo XIII, and was 
once commonly said in U.S. Catholic parishes as part of 
a petition for the freedom of Soviet Russia. Bishop Jenky 
said it is his duty to summon the local Church into 
"spiritual and temporal combat in defense of Catholic 
Christianity. If these regulations are put into effect, they 
could close down every Catholic school, hospital and the 
other public ministries of our Church, which is perhaps 
their underlying intention," Bishop Jenky said. "What is 
perfectly clear is that this is a bigoted and blanket attack 
on the First Amendment rights of every Catholic believer." 
The bishop pledged that the Church will never abandon 
its commitment to the Gospel of Life and called on the 
faithful to "vigorously" oppose what he called an 
"unprecedented governmental assault upon the moral 
convictions of our faith." Invoking the First Letter of John, 
he said Catholics should always remember that "the One 
who is in you is greater than the one who is in the world."
